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Section 1 — OVERVIEW

1.1 — Document Purpose

This document provides “Quick Reference” information for the 2.1 release of the eFlyBook for the
iRex iLiad 2.1.

1.2 — Background

MyAirplane.com, eFlyBook for the iRex iLiad ® provides ways to view and manage all
aeronautical documentation related to IFR flight, its primary use as a replacement for the physical
paper Terminal Procedure Publications.

1.3 — Documentation

Product documentation is available on your CD or downloadable from the eFlyBook.com website.

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Section 2 — USING YOUR EFLYBOOK

2.1 — Powering on your eFlyBook

Figure 1-1 shows a close-up of the power switch. The power switch is located on the bottom right side
of the device. Slide and hold the switch to the left for two seconds to power the device on or off.

When the device starts it will show a welcome screen, along with a progress bar along the
bottom. This bar (shown in Figure 1-2) is made up of a number of rectangles. These rectangles
will fill in as the startup progresses.
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Once the eFlyBook has finished its startup tasks, you will be able to use the unit. You will be

presented with either the “Recent Documents” menu that shows you the most recent documents

that you have viewed, or the “Device Manager” which will allow you to manage your device
settings. The device manager screen is shown in “Figure 1-3".
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2.2 — Navigating pages

The eFlyBook, based on the iRex electronic ink document viewer, has a number of controls
that revolve around the idea that you are holding a book. Keep this in mind and learning to
navigate among the documents and features of eFlyBook will be easy.

The first button at the top of Figure 1-7 is the “step back” button. This will take you back or
up one level, depending upon the last action you've taken. It's a good way to back out of the
section you're in and go on to another.

The next button is the Main Menu button, also known as “Device Manager”. This will back
you all the way out of any area you've navigated to, and allow you to begin again.

The next control is the long bar extending most of the length of the device. This is the page
flipper. Here's where thinking of eFlyBook as an actual book will help. Flipping the switch to
the left is like turning a page to the left, moving you forward through the book. Moving the
bar to the right is like leafing backward through the book, showing you the previous page.
While this is somewhat different from how computers often work with their forward and back
buttons, in no time you'll feel like you're thumbing through an actual book!

The next control is the move up button. This moves the focus of the active item on the
screen up. While you can tap directly on the menu items on the screen, this provides another
way for you to make these selections.

The next button is the Select button. Once you’ve highlighted the correct menu choice, press
this button to select it.

The final navigation is the move down button. Press this button to move the focus of the
active item on the screen up one. Use this in conjunction with the move down button to move
up and down among the menu choices on the screen.

In addition to using the buttons to navigate, you may also use the stylus to select items.

Slide the stylus out of its slot (shown in Figure 1-8) to use it. NOTE: The screen is not touch
sensitive, and the controls will be frozen while the stylus is in the device. This allows you to
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pop the stylus back into its slot once you've found your place and you can be sure your page
won’t change if you accidentally bump a button.

In addition to the buttons on the device, there will be buttons and menu items on the screen.
These can include things like a trashcan icon for deleting documents, a keyboard icon for pulling
up a large keyboard used for text entry, and others.
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Section 3 — USING THE CHARTS

3.1 — Start up the application

Before running the eFlyBook application you will need to make sure the memory card is inserted
in the device. Figure 2-1 shows the top of the device, with the empty SD slot where the SD
memory card goes.

Once the memory card is in the device, press the Documents (DOCS) button on the front of the
device. This is shown in figure 2-2.

Pressing the DOCS button will take you to the Documents screen, shown in Figure 2-3. Note that
your screen may be somewhat different depending upon the documents you have loaded on the
device.
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Press the eFlyBook button to start using the aviation charts. The main menu for the eFlyBook is
shown in Figure 2-4.
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Tap on any one of the menu items to navigate to that section.
3.2 — Airport Facilities Directory

The airport facility directory contains detailed information on over twenty thousand airports. This
directory information includes the airport location; the name of the sectional chart the airport can
be located on, the elevation and flight service station information, and much more.
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When you first start the airport facility directory, you will be presented with a main search screen.
This is shown in Figure 2-5.

From here you can select the type of search you wish to use, by selecting the button with the
stylus and or using the up and down arrows and using the round button to select the button.

In figure 2.5.1 we see the screen presented when selecting the Find by IDENT button.
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To search on an airport, use the on-screen keyboard to enter in the airports identifier these can

be either FAA or ICAO, and press the Search button . The eFlyBook will search its database,
and show you the airport data for the identifier entered. When an airport identifier is not found you
will see a message to this effect.

In figure 2.5.2 we see the screen presented when selecting Find by Airport, City and State.
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To search on an airport by city and state, use the on-screen keyboard to enter in the airports
name, city and state abbreviation these do not have to be complete and will be wild carded, and

press the Search button . The eFlyBook will search its database, and show you a list of
airports for the data entered such as in Figure 2.5.3. When no airport data is found you will see a
message to this effect.
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Now simply select the airport you are looking for or use your page bar and or stylus on the page
numbers at the bottom of the list to find your airport. Once you have selected your airport, you will
be presented with the following screen see Figure 2.5.4
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3.2 — Terminal Procedures Publications

When you click on the Terminal Procedure Publications button, you will be presented with a
search screen just like the Airport Facility Directory search screen. Again, type in the airport
identifier or name to find the airport you are interested in. If eFlyBook can find the identifier and or
airport you've entered, you'll see a list of the publication types available for that airport. Note that
not all airports will have all of the available publications, so your list of publications may not
contain all of these types.
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Tap each section to view the chart or charts for that section. These sections are shown in figures
2-5.5.1 through 2-5.5.4. In cases where the chart type can offer more than one chart (such as
STAR’s) you will be presented with the list of charts of that type. Figure 2-10 shows one such list
and one of the charts.
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3.3 — Trip Folder

Trip folder has been introduced to allow for simple and quick navigation of sets of documents, trip
documents are build using the new feature of the update client called Trip Builder. Once stored
on your data card you will be able to access these trips using the trip folder button, once selected
the following screen will list all available trip documents.

Figure 2-6, is a sample list of trip documents on my data card,

3.4 — Chart/Document Viewer

Once you have selected you document or chart you will be presented with a chart viewer
containing you chart/document. It must be noted chart/document load times differ depending on
the size of the chart/document most notably with Enroute charts as they are extremely large.

Figure 2-7, is a sample airport diagram, for LAX
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The document viewer can be navigate using the toolbar at the bottom left of the viewer, on the
initial load of all documents except Enroute charts the chart will be zoomed to fit the screen, this
was on request of many of our existing clients to allow for a simple overview of the chart.

3.4.1 — Common viewer behavior

The following operations can be performed on a document/chart”

Fit to page, will render the chart to the whole screen area by compressing the image
into the available screen area, note there can be some distortion.

Zoom in, will zoom the page in by a factor of +- 1.5, in most cases this will result in
the document being rendered in its original size. When in a zoomed in state the page can also be
moved around using the up/down and page bar buttons. This will only work in a zoomed in state
also note that when reading a document with multiple pages the behavior of page bar will change
depending on the zoom level, this was done to allow for moving the page without the pen when
zoomed in.

Zoom out, will zoom the page out by a factor of +- 1.5, until the original fit to page
size is reached.
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Pan, will enable pan mode for the viewer, this will allow the page to be dragged
around the screen, do note that due the screen technology the screen will refreshed every time
the page is re-rendered.

Pen, allows for making notes on a document, do note these notes are not stored and
will be cleared once the chart is unloaded.

Pen style, allows for customization of pen thickness and line types.

Pen color, allows for customization of the pen color.

Eraser, can be used to erase notes on the screen, do note once selected you will
have to rub over the pen marks you have made and then select the button again to clear the
notes.

3.4.2 — Enroute viewer

The enroute viewer differs slightly from the standard document viewer in that enroute charts are
segmented to allow for less memory use, this does mean that an enroute chart cannot be viewed
as a whole, and will always load with the bottom left hand corner as the first displayed page.
Please see Figure 2-7 for an example.
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One of the fist things to note is that the pan button is selected by default as the only way to move
around the chart is to use the pagebar and up/down arrows or using the pen to drag the chart
around.

The enroute viewer supports only one extra level of zoom and for now will not remember its last
position on startup. These are features we hope to add in the future.

3.4.2 — Trip viewer

The viewer behaves very similar to the standard chart viewer, except for the extra feature which
allows users to jump between legs within a trip file. Moving amongst trip legs can be done by
pressing and holding the pagebar for at least 1s, once release the viewer will automatically go to
the next leg in the trip.
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
